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Jack's Group Ralph's Group


	1: Jack's group is a rough bunch.  They do as they like with no sense of organization.  As time goes by, they become more and more uncivilized.
	2: Ralph's group is made up of the smaller boys.  They tend to play more than they work.
	3: Jack's values include individualism, not trustworthy, selfish and irresponsible.  His motives are to hunt and have fun. He thinks that as long as they are on the island, rescued or not, they should make the most of it and have fun, with no adults on the island.
	4: Ralph's values include responsible, good leadership skills and strict.  His motives are to get saved and act responsibly by doing as much as possible to survive and get rescued.
	5: Jack's decision to call his hunters away from the signal fire and to his successful hunt is a major turning point in the novel. The boys not only miss a rare opportunity to be rescued by Jack, they also develop a bloodlust for hunting pigs.
	6: Ralph made some smart decisions, like using the Conch shell during meetings. Having to be holding the Conch shell to speak is a good idea because it brings order to the meetings.  
	7: The boys must obey him or face his wrath. In Jack's group, there is no concern for order and civilization or rescue since they are focused only on hunting and having fun.
	8: Ralph creates rules to guide the boys' behavior for eating, maintaining the fire, keeping the island clean by using the restroom in a specific area, and building huts to protect the boys from the elements.
	9: If I could join one of the two groups, I would rather join Ralph's group.  I feel this way because he, as a leader, is more focused on being rescued.  On the other hand, Jack and his group are more focused on having fun.  If I were stranded on an island and wanted to be rescued, I would try to focus more on getting rescued instead of being distracted having fun.  Ralph is also more responsible than Jack, so I would trust Ralph better as a leader.
